TRAVERSING SLOPES

When riding across a slope, at right angles to the incline of the
hill, lean your body uphiil to maintain balance and stability.
On a loose surface such as sand, it may become necessary to
steer slightly uphill in order to maintain your course of travel.

BALANCE IS MORE PRECARIOUS WHILE THE
ATC. IS TILTED TO ONE SIDE. AVOID TRAVERSING
SLOPES WHERE THERE IS SLIPPERY OR DIFFICULT
TERRAIN.
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
